Place and fix the end sections against the sides using six screws as shown. 
Make sure that you pre-drill first and that the screws are fully located in  to the material.

Place the base in to the planter so that it rests on the legs. Fix the base to in place screwing through each side using four screws spaced evenly. 
Make sure that you pre-drill first and that the screws are fully located in to the material.

Place each of the cills on to the planter and fix at the corners using two screws for each. Further secure these using a single screw midway down each cill, screwing in to the 
board.

Make sure that you pre-drill first and that the screws are fully located in  to the material.

Regularly check that all fixings are tight and secure.
